Please note that we are working on a mechanism to submit papers to the Journal of 

Ecohydraulics, as well as manuscript templates, submission deadlines, etc.  This is work in 

progress and the feedback we receive from you in response to this emailis important to the journal 

development and will assist us inproviding further details during the Symposium.
