OUR PROGRAM

staff. Of those, 80 have earned master’s degrees,
one PhD, and all are highly qualified.

school year. The typical course load is 6-7 classes
per semester.

e The school operates on a semester system utilizing

**These courses are required for financial literacy purposes and are Social Studies
curriculum and can count as the third Social Studies credit. If financial literacy is
completed at another school that does not count it as a Social Studies elective,
the student will need an additional elective credit from the approved Social
Studies elective options.

***The additional elective credits are to be taken in curricular areas specified

in the statute, i.e., they must be selected from “one or any combination of
foreign language, fine arts, business, career-technical education, family and
consumer sciences, Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps programs, technology,
agricultural education, or English language arts, mathematics, science, or social
studies courses not otherwise required.”
