BUTTONS AND INDICATORS

There are three (3) buttons on the remote
controller (Figure 14), and three (3) on the
control panel of the fireplace, each pair of
buttons with the same label perform the
same function.

There are three buttons on the remote
control: (Figure 17)

<ON/OFF> button controls the power to
the appliance.

<DIMMER> button is used to adjust the
brightness of simulated flames.
<FLAME> button is used to adjust the
speed of the motor.

There are three indicators on the control
panel:

(D is the power indicator, it lights up
when the fireplace is working and turns out
when the fireplace is off.

‘ indicates the status of the simulated
flame. It lights up when the flame simula-
tor component is working and will be flash-
ing when you adjust the flame.
