by 0 and 1

the square numbers  
1 x 1 = 1, 2 x 2 = 4, 
3 x 3 = 9 ...

to double numbers (this 
helps them learn the 2s, 4s 
and 8s columns, then the 3s 
and 6s columns)

the patterns in the 
9s column
