The Start Menu
Click the Start button on the far left of the Taskbar to open the Start menu.
Rearrange tiles by dragging and dropping.
Widen the Start menu by dragging the right edge further right. Keep dragging to the right
until the Start menu jumps to the wider setting and then drop (let go of the mouse button).

Change group names by clicking the wider space
above a group of tiles. You can type in a name you

prefer.

When searching the All apps list of all programs
installed on your computer, you can click one of the
letters heading a section and open an alphabet block.
Click the letter you want to go to for your program.
This can be faster than scrolling through the list.

The Right-Click Start Menu

1. Right-click the Start button on the far left of the

Taskbar to open the Right-click Start menu.

Pressing the Windows key + X opens the same

menu.

2. Very useful items on the menu
a. Power Options

Set shut off times for the display, hard drive,

etc.
Enable/disable Sleep, Hibernate and
FastBoot.

b. System
Shows Windows 10 edition and 32/64-bit type See the next section for details.
Check Activation here and in Systems/Update & Security/Activation. Check
after upgrading that Windows 10 is activated!

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System Information

The System page of a Windows computer has the Windows edition and bit type information. It
also shows the Windows Activation status. The System page is almost identical in Windows 10,
8.1 and 7. A Windows 10 System page is shown in the screen shot below.

If you do not see the Get Windows 10 icon on the right side of the Taskbar on your Windows 8
or 8.1 computer, check the System Information page. The Windows Editions section must show
Windows 7 SP1 (Service Pack 1) or Window 8.1. Windows must also be Activated.

After you upgrade to Windows 10, check the System Information page again to be sure that
Windows 10 is activated. You don’t have your free copy of Windows 10 until the upgrade is
successfully Activated.

4. In the System Protection of C: window, click the radio button next to “Turn on system
protection.”
Click the OK button and then click the OK button again to return to the System window.
