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VARIATIONS:

- You can divide by any number up to 64 (use a calculator for help). Some
people will always be sitting down unless their own number is called (7, 11,
13, 17, 19, 23, 29, ..). What is different about these numbers?

- As part of the activity, begin by counting through the numbers, and everyone
who is not equal to that number sits down. Look at the pattern that forms.

- Some numbers leave more people standing than others. Why?
