Undergraduate exchange students who wish to take only undergraduate-level courses are not required to
submit a TOEFL score if they have a letter from their coordinator or from an English language instructor
verifying their level of English language fluency is adequate to successfully complete courses in English.

Undergraduate students who wish to take one or more graduate courses MUST submit a TOEFL score.
The score should be at least:

Official TOEFL Examination — internet based score of 61 or higher OR Computer-based score of 173 or higher
OR Paper-based score of 500 or higher OR Official IELTS Examination, Score = 6.0.

Note: some departments (e.g. English, Communications, Marketing) have higher minimum TOEFL
requirements for graduate students.

Graduate students MUST submit a TOEFL or IELTS score during the application process. The score should
be at least:
