From 1992 to 1994, Munteanu 

served as an advisor to the Office 

of the President of Moldova. 

In 1993, he helped 

found one of Mol-

dova’s first think tanks, 

the Ins�tute for Devel-

opment and Social Ini-

�a�ves (IDIS) Viitorul. 

Three years later, he 

became execu�ve di-

rector of IDIS Viitorul 

and served in this ca-

pacity un�l 2010. Mun-

teanu also served as a 

senior expert for the 

ins�tute, working on 

interna�onal and na-

�onal research pro-

jects devoted to public 

policy elabora�on, re-

gional development, poli�cal re-

search and compara�ve studies.

INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT 

MOLDOVA 

• Part of Romania during the interwar 

period, Moldova was incorporated into 

the Soviet Union at the close of World 

War II.  

• Although the country has been inde-

pendent from the USSR since 1991, 

Russian forces have remained on Mol-

dovan territory east of the Nistru River 

suppor�ng a Transnistrian separa�st 

region composed of a Slavic majority 

popula�on. 

• Mar�sor- one of the important tradi-

�onal holidays in Moldova. It is consid-

ered as the symbol of spring. In March 

everybody in Moldova hangs  two 

kniEed white and red ropes on their 

collar, which symbolize nature’s revival. 

• Moldova is placed 7
th

 among the top 

world wine exporters. 

• The largest underground wine cellar in 

the world, Cricova, is “hidden” in Mol-

dova 

• In Moldovan villages- "Sezatorile" are 

very tradi�onal social mee�ngs, espe-

cially in the winter, where people sing, 

dance, and make handicraJs.   

 

 

 

• Four-fiJhs of Moldovan land -about 2.5 

million hectares is covered with cherno-

zem, black earth, which is Moldova’s 

main natural resource and the main 

reason for the agricultural orienta�on 

of the country’s economy.  

• Old Orhei is an open air archaeological 

complex located in the commune of 

Trebujeni in the Orhei district of Moldo-

va. First traces of human ac�vi�es 

found in Old Orhei was the Geto-Dacian 

fortress built between 100-600 BC. 

• As depicted in the photo above, Molda-

vians in na�onal costume carry grapes 

in large baskets and perform tradi�onal 

dances in celebra�on of the country's 

great grape nectar harvest.

MOLDOVA	

HISTORY	AND	MEAING	

The current flag of Moldova 

was created in 1990. Once part 

of Romania, Moldova's flag 

reflects that associa�on, as the 

two countries use almost iden-

�cal shades of red, yellow and 

blue in their na�onal flags. The 

centered Moldova shield's 

main feature is a golden eagle 

holding an Orthodox Chris�an 

cross in its beak. The olive 

branch is said to symbolize 

peace.
