Water running underneath the glaciers
will open up tunnels within them, allowing
visitors to explore the unbelievable world
inside of an ice cap. In very few places on
earth is this possible, yet there are three

glaciers in Iceland that allow for the
opportunity in December.

Iceland is full of spots with geothermal
water,but if you want a more secluded place,
you can hike a trail to hot springs in
Reykjadalur (Smoke Valley) just north of the
town of Hveragerdi. The hot water streams
gushing down the mountain range are ideal
for relaxing. The valley offers a rich variety of
hot pools and geothermal springs to explore.

December is one of the best
times for viewing the Aurora Borealis
(Northern Lights) and lucky for you you're in
the right place at the right time! If the weather
cooperates there is a good chance you will
see them on course, throughout the twenty
hours of darkness each day.
