Refresh update status information

Runs the given php script(s) after a full Drupal bootstrap. NOTE: you can't supply absolute paths
to the script e.g. ~/Desktop/script.php won't work Desktop/script.php will

Open a SQL command-line interface using Drupal’s credentials.

Print database connection details.

A string for connecting to the DB.

Exports the Drupal DB as SQL using mysqldump.

Copy source database to target database.

Execute a query against the site database.

Provides a birds-eye view of the current Drupal installation, if any.

Show module enabled/disabled status

Rsync the Drupal tree to/from another server using ssh.

Delete leftover tables and files from prior test runs.

Run all tests and mail the results to your team.
