This Center was created by the University of Geneva, the Ecole Polytechnique Fédérale de
Lausanne, the Wyss Foundation and the Bertarelli family. It follows the same principles and
model of the Wyss Center for Biological Inspired Engineering at Harvard University in
Boston.
