How to Program a Programmable System
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Warning: Pick atime to program your system when other personnel are not actively using
the sygem. A light inadvertently activated on aroom pand while you arein the
programming mode will become part of a sequence. Y ou will need to leave the
programming mode and restore the system to its default program.
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The user can program the nunber of lights in a color category that is
associ ated with a Doctor Sequence through the progranm ng node. Two or
nore Doctor Sequences or Autofind G oups can be assigned to one col or
category. All other types of lights are considered non-programmabl e.

In order to program one or nore Doctor Sequences to an assigned program
button (1-3), first press the desired programbutton once. It wll
show a status of "on". Now, rapidly press the same button tw ce and
the light will begin blinking. This is the programm ng node.

Choose any one col or and press each one of the switches you desire to
be part of the first sequence. Each button pressed will show a status
Of "

on".

Now press the sel ected program button once to denote the end of the
first Doctor Sequence. The program button will change from a blinking
state to "on" for approximtely 3 seconds and then resume blinking.
You can now choose the next group of lights for the second Doct or
Sequence. It can be the sanme or different then the color group you
originally sel ected.

Note 1: An individual light or group of |ights cannot be in two
di fferent Doctor Sequences simultaneously.

All the lights chosen as part of a Doctor Sequence renmain on throughout
the programm ng procedure for your convenience. Once the lights are
activated they cannot be cancel ed. See Note 2.

When you have finished programm ng the second batch press the program
button once again. Wit for it to start blinking and then proceed
programm ng the other lights in a simlar nmanner.

When you have conpl eted your choices, rapidly press the program button

twice. All the lights in the systemwill return to their "off" status
The program button you had originally selected will return to its "on"
status and your programw ||l be the operating program of the system

Al'l program buttons can be progranmed in a sinmlar manner and re-
programmed if necessary. Lights that were originally part of a Doctors
Sequence in their default node, and were not chosen as part of the new
program wi |l have an independent status of "blink, on, off" and can be
used for communication purposes. All other types of non-progranmabl e
lights will remain unaffected.

Note 2: In the progranm ng node, do not press light switches that were
not originally part of a Doctor Sequence in the default nopde. Doing



this will cause themto become part of a sequence and they will | ose
their original function until the default program has been restored.

Returning to the Default Mde

To return to the default program for a particular program button, press
the program button down until its |ight goes off (approximtely 5 sec).
Rel ease it and the light will return to its "on" state. The default
program for that particular program button has now been restored.

O her Consi derations

If your system has Zone Lights and or Autonessage Lights, you mnust
program the sane nunber of Doctor Sequences, as there is Zone lights or
Aut onessage Lights or use the follow ng procedure.

Exanpl e:  Your system contains three Zone Lights and three Doctor
Sequences (Doctor A, B, & C) in the default program You wi sh to re-
programthe systemwith only two Doctor Sequences (Doctor A& C). In
order for these sequences to report to their associ ated Zone Light;
first enter the programm ng mode as normal. Programthe first group of
lights as previously described in this manual. After pressing the
program button to denote the end of the first group, press it again to
denote "no group" for Zone Light nunmber two. Wit for the program
button to begin blinking again and programthe third group of Doctor
Sequence lights to be associated with Zone |ight nunber three. When you
have conpl eted your choices, press the programbutton twice rapidly two
| eave the programi ng node.

If you do not follow this procedure, the programmed sequence will be
assigned to the wong Zone or Autonessage Light.
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Special Note: If you have nade an error while in the programm ng node
or get an unexpected result after |eaving the program node return to
the default node before re-progranm ng. See "Returning to the Default
Mode" .
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Sanpl e Programm ng Procedure:
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Press program button tw ce rapidly.

Resul t: Program button begins blinking; all other lights in the

system are off.
Press sel ected Dr sequence buttons for first

Doct or Sequence.

Result: Program button will go off for approxinately 3

seconds and start blinking again. Selected Ii
remai n on.

Repeat the procedure for any nore Doctor Sequences.

Press Program button tw ce rapidly.

Result: Al the lights in the systemw Il go
program button will return on its on state.
