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Cthulhu-Mythological Mythologies. The concept game has various races with different spells,
different racial spells, different races (humans) and various religions. To begin, I used the
Cthulhu-Mythic Mythories as an idea to set my game idea into place. Taken from A New Mystery
with a Twist A group of characters called the "Eternal Ones" were called upon to build a
civilization to rule forever (see A New Mystery with a Twist to see our other games). Since there
were some strange gods and demons in The Erebid Sphere, the creators designed their country
to have three different gods: The Elder God, the Eternal One of the Realms, and The Elder Lord
of the Universeâ€¦ and the former was the immortal manâ€¦ All were created in the Image Plane
that is Cthulhu's home planet where the gods and people of this region reside, and The Elder
God created many of those deities on the image planet of New Erebid. (see Also The Cthulhu
Mythbooks and The erebid Sphere of Evil, also known as The Necronomicon, are quite similar.
These books are also quite popular with cult fanatics who keep writing their novels). "In every
city in The Old Man's Realm the people of Cthulhu have had great dreamsâ€”often those of
mortalsâ€”and they all know the same thing." (Pietra, pp. 17-18) (pp. 25-25) (p. 17) The Erebid
Sphere's gods were all born from The Old God, and, as usual, a certain number of times a new
deity formed. Cthulhu was never fully established, but once he was fully formed, many races,
languages, and powers of all the gods would live side by side with him. Most ancient myths
relate that Aynan had a number of gods called the Theelians that could cause Cthulhu's body to
disintegrate before breaking and destroying his plane of the Material Planeâ€“ the mythological
realm that contains the Dead, God's Realm and the Ancient Earth. In other Mythic stories, in the
Thesaurus and The Book of Spells and the Codex of the Celestial Necrons Mythology, Cthulhu
has to use a particular spell of an Elwynwen version â€“ the Elian's Spell of Reincarnation (also
known as the Tumor) once called a Thelil.
